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Component #1 – Professional development of teachers

Need
Support for teachers to improve their knowledge relating to the particular needs of students in 
order to implement rapid interventions. 

• Objective
From now until 2021, support and follow-up measures for teachers will have been 
implemented in all centres. 
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Component #2 – Deployment of specialized resources

Need
Take care of the psychoeducational needs of EBP-PT’s via internal resources at the CSDM. 

• Objective
As of 2018-2019, students with special needs will have access to more specialized resources for 
professional training, to support their success.
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Component #3 – Developing targeted partnerships
Need
Facilitate access for students with special needs in PT to services being offered by community resources.

• Objectives
From now until 2021:
o With the aim of developing a partnership, each centre will have targeted the community 

resources that are able to offer support services to the EBP of the centre. 
o Students will have access to resources within the community to respond to their particular 

needs (psychological and financial plans) during their professional training program.
